Teaching Approaches


It is vital that teachers use the SMART board to model computing processes. Children then need to opportunity to practise and understand these. Teachers should present a high level of fluency in  their use of the programmes they are teaching through. 





Curriculum Design & Organisation





Digital Citizenship in Computing is linked strongly to PSHCE and can be taught in conjunction. 


Digital Literacy and Computer skills are taught discretely, but can be put into practise through other subjects e.g. research based units. 





The planning  format offers teachers a structure to teach the units of Computing, however, this can be flexible to support year group topics and timetables. 





Assessment


Teachers use the relevant ‘I can’ statements to assess each child in the areas of the Computing curriculum. 


A child at the expected level can complete all of the ‘I can’ statements. 


Teachers assess at the point of learning and can organise lessons that include whole class assessment opportunities.
