Monitoring & Reporting Standards


During and at the end of each art topic, the class teacher makes a summary judgement of the work for children and considers whether the child is working towards age related or greater depth. SEN and pupil premium children’s progress is scrutinised and  decisions about intervention or additional extension are made.
